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PRECIOUS LIVES TALK
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On Tuesday this week, the Academy welcomed
a guest speaker from Precious Lives. Gary
Williams spoke to our Year 7 students about
the dangers and risks of knife crime, the
impact of this and shared his own personal
story. 

The Precious Lives project sees a team of
trainers, who have real life experience of knife
crime either as a victim, offender or
professional, speak to young people in order to
help them understand the consequences of
carrying or using a knife.
